iii) The chiefs and their councils took more interest in matters they understood than those new and unfamiliar making it exceedingly difficult to apply the rule.
iv) Application of the system required patience in training the chiefs which many British officials lacked/gave up easily.
v) Northern Nigeria became isolated from the rest of Nigeria which negatively affected its development as compared to the South.
vi) The practice of replacing the chiefs who didn’t conform to the British monarch, made the new chiefs unpopular as they were considered British puppets.
vii) Some aspects of the system such as taxation and forced labour were greatly resented.
viii) The educated elite resented the rule by the uneducated traditional chiefs
